Inez read the
memo she sent back to the BCA office when she received the information on BCA’s
action. Members decided that we do not have money to pursue any legal action, to offer
BCA some ideas for future meet organizers and to write a letter to BCA outlining our
concerns and the shortage it caused our Chapter from not receiving any proceeds.

Inez reported that the expenses for Roadrunner Buicks spent on the 2009 National came
to $437.61. We had $186.52 in our treasury, leaving a shortage of $251.09. Jack
Krietzburg purchased supplies for the Hospitality Room
in the amount of $142.13 and Tom and Dee Patterson
spent $54.00 on gifts for Chapter members who provided
* food/supplies. Tom passed the hat to try to make up the
bank account shortage. Members contributed $147.00.
 Jack and Tom and Dee donated their portion of the funds
back to the Chapter. With dues taken in, the sale of a
Buick hat, license plate and pin, this leaves a bank

s balance of $171.92. Thanks for your generous gesture!
